The NDCS Fireside Quiz 
Christmas is a great time to spend with family and friends. This simple fundraising idea is a fun way for your unit to raise money for NDCS over the festive season and encourage the girls to spend some quality time together or with their families whilst testing their brain power! 

There are several ways you could organise this. We have two versions of the quiz, one for younger members and one for older members and adults If you want to hold a family quiz then use both and mix the questions together. 
1. Ask each member to buy a quiz to share with their family

Ask each member of your unit to buy a copy of the quiz to share with their family. Ask the girls to return the completed quizzes to your first meeting after Christmas and offer a small prize to the winning entry drawn out of a hat. 
2. Hold a quiz night at your unit. 

You could do this just with the girls in your unit or perhaps they could bring along their families. The girls pay £2 each to take part of if you are inviting along their families you could ask for more say £5 per family. Offer a small prize for the winning entry. 
3. Sell the quiz sheets at your Christmas Fair or at your worship or community centre. 
Download copies of each quiz, write the name and address of the person collecting the completed quizzes at the bottom, number them and ensure you give a closing date so that people return them to you on time. Then make as many copies as you need. Sell each quiz for £2. Offer a prize for the winning entry and arrange to let people know who the winner is. 
4. Sell the copies of the quiz to everyone you know
If you are a Trefoil Guild member or a senior section member or leader who wants to support NDCS but have other plans for Christmas why not sell the quizzes to your family, friends and colleagues?
